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Results from Bøhn´s work

Teacher practice differs when it comes to weighing and 
assessing

Practice usually influenced by experience

Agreement that content is important when assessing

Visuals and presentation are generally taken into 
consideration

Most teachers did not think articulation was of significance, 
but they were some who did assess it.
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Bøhn continued: Implications

These differences = varying teacher practices (in the context
of formative assessment, it would mean varying approaches
to feedback)

Interpretive communities are important for teachers to 
develop common practice. Development of common
framework is necessary, at local and national level.

Use of videos of pupil presentations can help when teachers
are developing their own guidelines (for example within a 
certain community)
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Practical Assessment

Self regulation

Ability to make a reasonable choice, 
take an action, be able to set goals 
and be able to think before action.

Metacognition

To reflect over the learning prosess, 
development, be able to see one´s 
own learning prosess.

If one work on this reflection, one 
can gain the ability how one can 
evaluate how one can work to make 
a progress.
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Self-assessment practice can contribute to a better self-
assessment process over time. And at the same time take an 
active role in one´s learning process.
